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 Hello, my name is Cade Carrier. I am currently serving on 

staff at Shiloh Church and Ministries as a Missionary. Shiloh 
has been a huge part of my life, & what God has done in my 

life. As a former graduate of Shiloh, I always knew God was 
calling me to evangelism. Throughout the years I have had 

lots of opportunities to be involved in outreaches. In July of 
2021, my wife and I did Discipleship training with YWAM 

Tyler Texas. God opened the door for us to do Missionary 
work in November of 2021 on an outreach in Tanzania, Afri-

ca. The Mission trip was very moving on our hearts. Since 
that return from Africa, The Lord has been tugging on my 

heart to go again and serve his people. A year ago, God begin showing me He was leading me to return to Tanzania. Through prayer, and 
seeking counsel from the Holy Spirit the  door opened. With Gods provision & preparation I returned. In the  beginning of November, He 

sent me back Tanzania, Africa. I begin to realize from the moment I got on the plane, He was setting up divine encounters to share the Love 
of Jesus. The word of God says in Romans 5:8, but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. This is 

the unconditional Love of Jesus that He died and shed His blood for all of humanity for the forgiveness of sin. No greater Love to share 
than the Love of Jesus with everyone we cross paths with. The Lord lead me to do just this. This Mission trip was full of Divine encounters 

to share Gods Love as a vessel of His Kingdom. A couple of days after arriving in Tanzania I was asked to Minister the Word of God in a 
local Church. It was so saturated with the tangible presence of God. I preached “The Truth Revealed” Jesus is the Truth and when the 

Truth is revealed it brings Freedom in our lives. John 8 :36 says  Who the Son sets free is free indeed. As the Holy Spirit was ministering to 
Gods people I witnessed healings, deliverances, and bondages being broken off people’s lives. God set them free as He revealed the Truth 

of His Son Jesus to them and His agape Love poured out on them. The following week I went and stayed in a place called Engikaret. This 
location is one of the lands of the Masi Tribe where we got the opportunity to do a 10 hour outreach. We brought food, supplies,& sharing 

the Love of Jesus with widows and orphans in the bush. We went from Boma to Boma praying with each family as we supplied food for 

around 110 people in many village locations. During this outreach we experienced God pour out His Spirit and His Love in supernatural 
ways. Once again it was Divine encounter after Divine encounter that only The Lord had already orchestrated. It was a time for His pres-

ence and power to move on the hearts of us and His people in Tanzania. We experienced the hand of God move in miraculous ways. Every 
single Boma we entered into & prayed, God’s presence fell. We witnessed people get saved, watched the oppressed get delivered as the 

peace of God consumed the atmosphere. We witnessed multiple healings take place in the bodies of those that were infirmed with sickness 
and illness, including a little boy who God healed with a broken arm. We prayed over the blind, the cripple, the hurt, depressed and lost. 

God used us as vessels to feed most of the families that were completely out of food and in such despair. He used us to share The Love of 
Jesus and shine The Light of Jesus into the most desperate situations possible.  Luke 4:18, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, for He has 

anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovering of sight to the blind, to 
set at liberty those who are oppressed to proclaim the year of the Lords Favor. I am so Thankful for all prayers and provision that made 

this Mission Outreach possible. Matthew 28:19-20 “GO”
