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“But I discipline my body and bring it into subjection” (1Cor.9:27) 
Before knowing Christ as my Savior, I would try many things to discipline myself but all failed at securing what I 
was created for. We often boast of accomplishments in being disciplined in sports, military training, or even diet-
ing and loosing weight. But you know this is not what the Apostle Paul is talking about in Corinthians or any place 
in the Bible when the subject of discipline is being taught. It is of course, saying no to sin and yes to God. The 
Apostle in Corinthians is sharing his expierience of loyalty, commitment and discipline to his calling. He over-
came tremendous hardships by keeping his eyes on the prize (I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward 
call of God in Christ Jesus; Phil. 3:14). I believe at times we loose our focus on our goal in life: “love and obey 
God” . We cannot be captivated by this world system and its seductive desires. We have to be reminded often of 
the enemy and his schemes, which is to seduce us and carry us away with worldly pleasures. We ultimately forfeit 
our destinies because of compromise and complacency. We have to learn to train our spirit man to recognize these 
traps that are set up along life's highway. This is why God warns us to be aware of the devices and schemes of the 
enemy (2 Tim. 2:26). In the past I use too watch to much television. My spirit man became troubled and I knew 
that I was grieving the Holy Spirit. Our spirit  is the candle of the LORD (The spirit of a man is the candle of the 
LORD Searching all the inner depths of his heart; Prov. 20:27). I share this because I have learned I was rob-
bing God of His time with me. The Holy Spirit is constantly at work in us to build a house of worship; a “spiritual 
house”. In 1 Peter 2:4-6, He says; Coming to Him as to a living stone, rejected indeed by men, but chosen by 
God and precious, you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up 
spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. It is truly a work of the Holy Spirit to bring us back 
to our original design which is to be a vessel of honor, designed for the Masters use (2 Tim. 2:21). As we yield to 
this, we find ourselves challenged by the enemy of our mind, telling us that we cannot ever be a disciplined per-
son. We should know that shouting at the devil and calling him names will not defeat him. It is only living a sanc-
tified life and in total submission to Christ Lordship (James 4:7) that the enemy stays defeated in our lives. It is 
pure joy in living life in constant communion with the Holy Spirit. It is He who gives us the grace to live a disci-
plined life. I have learned that life in the Spirit is not religious bondage, but a privilege to expierience the divine 
power flow of Gods grace. It is being in His presence where there is fullness of joy (Ps. 16:11). Jesus Christ saved 
us and has overcome the devil and this evil generation. We have got to learn to tap into these benefits that a disci-
plined Life (Jesus) has freely given us. The Apostle Paul recognized his assignment and carried it out because of 
his communion with the Holy Ghost. He said it is no longer I who lives but Christ in me (Gal. 2:20) He also un-
derstood that being in a right relationship positioned himself for the supernatural to move for miracles. Paul had 
revelation that he was just a earthen vessel for the power of God to be on display (But we have this treasure in 
earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power may be of God and not of us; 2 Cor. 4:7). We must discipline 
ourselves, so we can be on display for the LORD. Many friends and family members are looking for someone who 
would be Jesus to them. God has chosen you to live His life through (which is Christ in you, the hope of glory; 
Col. 1:27). Are you doing your all to prepare yourself to be used by Him? The days we are living in, point to the 
soon return of the LORD. One of my favorite verses in the Bible is found in the book of Titus. He speaks of living 
a holy life and looking for the soon return of the LORD. In Titus 2:11 he says; For the grace of God that brings 
salvation has appeared to all men. It teaches us to say "No" to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live 
self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age, while we wait for the blessed hope-the glorious ap-
pearing of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness 
and to purify for himself a people that are his very own, eager to do what is good.
