We encoun-
tered transportation problems numerous times and costly vehicle repairs, while waiting on our Bus to arrive. We 
also had suggestions to take another route and get something besides what we had originally asked God for. It 
pays not to give up or give in to less than what has been placed in your own heart. The vision you have obtained, 
hold on to it and do not let go. Habakkuk  2:2 reads, “And The Lord answered me, and said write the vi sion and 
make it plain upon tablets, that he may run that reads it”. Verse 3: “For the vision is yet for an appointed time, 
but at the end it shall speak, and not lie; though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not 
tarry”.  Many months ago we placed a picture of the shuttle bus on our computer screen saver. It was before us on 
a daily basis. We wrote about it in every newsletter for the past two years and gave a current status on how close 
we were.
