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“God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind”. (2 Timothy 1:7) 
Recently I took the suggestion of my thirteen-year-old grandson, Christian. He told me that I must go see the 
movie, Star Wars. I admit it was not a movie that I was chopping at the bits to see. However, I did want to 
dialogue with my grandson on its contents. After seeing the movie, my discussion with him was valuable for 
teaching truth.

When he embraced this fear, other evils  
followed. His judgment was clouded, Anger and rage manifested. He even rationalized his fear because of 
something that had happened in his past. He forfeited his destiny. He lost that which he thought he had t he power 
to save. He bought into a lie. He ended up bowing down to evil. He not only lost that which he desperately feared 
losing.  But he lost everything else, including his identity. We need to recognize fear for what it is. It is an evil 
force, capable to destroy us. It most certainly can keep us from fulfilling our God ordained destines. Many times 
whatever we are afraid of, God wants that very thing to be given over to Him and therefore used for His Glory.
