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And The Spirit Of The Lord Shall Rest Upon Him, The Spirit Of Wisdom And Understand-
ing, The Spirit Of Counsel And Might, The Spirit Of Knowledge And Of The Fear Of The 

Lord. And Shall Make Him Of Quick Understanding In The Fear Of The Lord, And He Shall Not Judge After 
The Sight Of His Eyes, Neither Reprove After The Hearing Of His Ears. (Isaiah. 11:2-3) 

 
One thing that all of us have probably been guilty of is judging others. It seems to come to us 
easy. Like metal to a magnet. We do not preplan it. It happens when we look at others, or hear 
something about them. It is something I have to watch carefully and discipline myself not to do. 
Several years ago this had happened, and The Lord spoke to my heart through that still quiet 
voice. He said to me, “ Debbie, You do not have all the data.” Now to this day, I find myself 
saying this to myself when I am tempted to judge another. In his book, “Seven Habits Of Highly 
Effective People”, Stephen Covey describes an experience on a subway in New York. A man and 
his children boarded the train, and the children were so loud and rambunctious they disrupted the 
entire car. The man sat down beside Stephen Covey. The man was oblivious to the situation. 
Covey finally said, “ Sir your children are really disturbing a lot of people. I wonder if you could  
control them a little more”. The man looked startled, then said, “Oh Your Right, I guess I should 
do something about it. We just came from the hospital where their Mother died about an hour ago. 
I do not know what to think, and I guess they do not know how to handle it either.” Covey’s 
attitude instantly changed, and he later admitted that he learned a valuable lesson. The above story 
really brings it all home. It is easy for us to size up someone else, and a situation that they are 
involved in, but we very rarely have all the data. Isaiah prophesied about the Messiah and His  
attributes during His earthly ministry. He said, the “Spirit Of The Lord” was upon Him. He 
feared The Lord. He was obedient to God. He did not judge by appearance or by what He 
heard. I truly believe because He walked in love and the fear of God, He refrained from making 
judgments with sight and hearing of the natural eye and ear. He based His conclusions about 
others strictly by what the Father conveyed to Him. GOD KNOWS ALL THE DATA. The missing 
details you and I do not have. God knows. He is omniscient, all knowing. It is especially easy to 
judge when we have a similar experience with another, and they respond in a different way than 
us. It could be pride on our part when we judge them based upon our own reactions to the same 
situation. A similar outside scenario could occur but different reactions. Why? Each individual 
case has individual components. We do not have all the data to all those detailed variables in 
someone else’s life. Could this be why in 1st Corinthians chapter 13, which is noted as the Love 
chapter, it is written in verse 9, “for we know in part”, and in verse 12, “now I know in part ”. 
Two different times in this incredible chapter on love it is written and declared we do not have all 
the data, or we know in part. It is interesting to me. If we “walk in love” and if we “fear the Lord”, 
we will be careful not to judge by the seeing of our eyes, or by the hearing of our ears. There are 
more to others than meets the eye, or than meets the ear.
